Neighbourhood Watch Alcester

Cannabis factories, one in
Mappleborough Green, and the other
in Great Alne, have been discovered
and disrupted recently by the Police.

There are now only two World War Il Air Raid
shelters left in Alcester, one on public land, the
other on private land. Alcester Town Council
has agreed to keep the shelter which is on their
land on the proviso that it can be repaired at no
cost to the taxpayer and that the building can
be put to good use. During the past two years
four of the shelters which were in poor
condition have been demolished.

The Ragley Estate map of 1872 shows ten
structures of two rooms described as outside
toilet and pigsty. These were in similar
positions to the five air raid shelters so we
assume that five were demolished and the
bricks used in 1939 to upgrade and convert to
five air raid shelters still there in 2004. The
buildings were unique, built with roofs like the
small brick bridges still seen on the Ragley
estate farm roads. The conservation architect
has stated that he has never seen anything like
them; they are not in any way like the
recommended Government design for an air
raid shelter or a privy. It is understood that in
1939 Alcester Rural District Council had the
shelters adapted, reinforced and added blast
walls to provide a safe place for people to go
during a bombing raid. Larger conventional air
raid shelters, now demolished, were Dbuilt
outside the Post Office in High Street, on
School Road and on the site where the library
stands today. Smaller shelters were situated
about the town, of traditional design, and one
of these still remains today. We know that the
nearest bombs fell on fields that now form the
Conway estate and also on the railway at
Broom junction, all about the time of the
Coventry and Birmingham blitz. The fires of
Coventry blitz could be seen from Alcester.
Alcester had many evacuees and a whole
school from Coventry shared Alcester
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A Grammar School with Alcester pupils, using the
Town Hall, Arrow Hall and other such buildings.
A British plane crashed near Hoo Mill and an
American B17 Fortress at Temple Grafton.
Alcester Local History Society agreed to
provide £1000 to restore the last air raid shelter
and to date has raised over £700 from two
speci al fund raising

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Alcester Health Project

An Integrated Health and Social Care Team
(IHSCT) that focuses on enabling people to remain
living in their own homes for as long as possible is
being launched in Warwickshire.

The newly merged team of local health and social
care services are joining forces to help make care at
home possible for more patients in the Alcester,
Bidford and Studley areas.

Staff delivering home or community-based services
will no longer be in separate health or social care
teams. They will work together as a single unit —
known as the Integrated Health and Social Care
Team. This is a joint initiative between NHS
Warwickshire Community Health and Warwickshire
County Council.

The team will include district nurses, social workers,
community matrons and allied health professionals,
such as physiotherapists. and. occupational
therapists. It will operate between 8.30am and
11.00pm every day of the year, with on-call
arrangements available between 11.00pm and
8.30am.

The IHSCT team will be up and running in South
Warwickshire from Monday 2 November. Its aim will
be to help more people to live at home for as long
as possible, supporting both individuals needing
care and their families.

Services will be tailored to individual needs and
include care for people at' home in the final stages
of life, wound care for the housebound,
rehabilitation therapy and advice on safe and
healthy living. As well as providing traditional aids
and equipment, such as walking sticks or frames,
the team will promote the use of new technology to
help people live independently — and safely — in
their own homes.

IHSCT is the result of extensive research which
shows that people achieve better rehabilitation
outcomes if they receive care at home rather than-in
hospital.

The 22 inpatient bed facility at Alcester'Hospital has
now closed, but the outpatient clinics at the hospital
— including " physiotherapy, occupational therapy,
speech and language therapy, dieticians, specialist
care dentistry and podiatry — are continuing, along
with the work provided by the IHSCT team.

In addition to IHSCT, the new Alcester Healthcare
Centre, which is due to open in June 2011, is set to
boost patient care and provide a range of health
services including: physiotherapy, health visiting,
di strict nursing and
as well as diagnostic services, such as X-ray and
ultrasound. Work on the new centre is expected to
get underway early next year.

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Vision for Alcester

The role of Alcester Town Council can broadly be
divided into two parts. The first covers
administration and maintenance. Two topics from
this, trees and cemeteries were mentioned in the
last newsletter. There are several others to be
covered at a later date. The second area is the
Vision for the future of the town. You will have seen

in the press that your Council has aggressively
been pursuing a new hospital - with beds. There are
also long term recreation and leisure plans being
developed and project teams with members from
both the Council and the Public working on them.
This is a brief overview:

There are some 200 young people in the Town of
both sexes who play football, mainly with Alcester
Town Football Club. They struggle with lack of
facilities and shortage of pitches. We are currently
working with the Club to find and develop suitable
facilities. It s n-o-t easy
area — but we are working on it.

The land between Oversley Green and Corinthian
Court is protected by English Heritage as it is of
Roman Architectural value. This means that it
cannot be developed in any way. However we have
very little idea of what is actually under the ground.
We are working with Warwickshire Museum Field
Services and the Roman Museum, planning to-have
the whole area surveyed
an idea of what is there and identify areas for further
investigation. If these produce good evidence of
Roman occupation, such as the Alauna Roman site
then we can use it to promote the Tourism &
Business opportunities within the town.

We expect to realise the longstanding ambition of
constructing a Riverside walk along the River Arrow
from Bleachfield Street to the Old Stratford Roadin
Oversley, to link the trail to the Roman Museum.
This will involve the diversion of the existing
footpath to enable an accessible path for its whole
length. The path will have waymarking signage,
interpretative  signage at appropriate = points,
explaining historic features' and usage of the
adjacent - site obtained from the archaeological
surveys,

All signage will reflect Roman Heritage and be
designed and, if possible, fabricated locally.

The Conway Fields are a valuable and under-used
recreation area and we are looking at developing
multiple facilities in this area in co-operation with
existing users. Due to the scope of the project,
deliverables will be phased over subsequent years.
However the Council will be installing a set of
goalposts in time for the summer school holidays for
the use of young people.

We are also investigating potential areas for long
term parking, both for coaches and for cars. This is
a long term project with no immediate
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improvements envisaged, but it would be an asset
for the town.

The progress on these development objectives has
been made possible due to promised funding by
Stratford  District  Council  for ~ Community
Development. The funding is for a four year period,
and although it is insufficient to complete the
projects, they will go a long way to helping us to
achieve them.
